Novice 6 bell Striking Competition
1. For the purpose of this competition a “novice” ringer is a ringer who has not rung a quarter peal on an inside bell.

2. Towers from within the Branch may join together to enter a team. 
3. All members of the team will be members of the Chester Diocesan Guild and regular Sunday Service ringers within the Guild.

4. A ringer may only ring in one band in the competition.

5. It is hoped that teams of all-novice ringers will enter but bands can contain up to 4 experienced ringers.  
a. If a team includes one or two experienced ringers then no extra penalty points shall be incurred.
b. If a team includes three experienced ringers then the team’s ringing faults will be increased by the addition of one-sixth of the score given by the judges.
c. If a team includes four experienced ringers then the team’s ringing faults will be increased by the addition of one-third of the score given by the judges.

6. On entering the tower, a practice piece will be rung. Up to five minutes is permissible, after which the bells must be stood. The test piece will follow, commencing with rounds and ending with rounds. All of the test piece, including the rounds at the beginning and end, will be judged. Commencement of the test piece will be indicated by ringing the treble and second for two whole pulls.
7. The competition test piece will consist of call-changes lasting at least 4 minutes. OR at least 4 minutes of continuous rounds. Bands may request an independent timer to be present in the ringing chamber to solely advise on timing.
8. Penalty points will be awarded for faults, the team with the lowest number of penalty points (including visitors) being declared winners of the competition.
9. The judge's decision on any matter of dispute will be final.
